his is Kozhikode, the historical town with

a hoary past. The principal city of the
magical Malabar coast that became a necessary
port of call for traders from around the globe.
Arabs, Chinese, and any one worth heir sort have
found their way to this city of truth. Kozhiko-
de has witnessed the glorious history of several
contributions of Christian Missionaries in the
field of education. Crossing the crowded city
roads, heading to the East, we reach Chevaram-
balam, which was a peaceful and calm suburb
of Kozhikode earlier but now as bustling like
the city, an institution owing its existence to the
public spirited citizen of Calicut established 25
years ago.

St. Mary's English Medium School, Chevaram-
balam had its humble beginning in a temporary
make shift arrangement with 50 students (Kin-
dergarten) two sisters as teachers and one helper,
in the most beautiful proud, ancient, Zamorin's
city of Malabar. With the grace of Almighty and
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dedicated passionate work of the pioneer team,
it could elaborate itself into primary school. A
tull-fledged school building was made functional
on 2nd February 1997. The institution is run by
Catholic minority community and is managed
by sisters of St. Joseph's congregation (S.J.C) of
Kottayam Archdiocese through a registered body
named St. Joseph's Educational and Charitable
Trust" on 31.01.2002 We got affiliated to CISCE
in January 2005. Now the school caters students
in its Kindergarten, Primary, Secondary, Senior
Secondary classes.

St. Mary English Medium School continues its
journey towards excellence, with the intercession
by our Patroness Mother Mary, in the foot prints
shown by our Founder Servant of God, Thomas
Poothathil.

St. Mary's English Medium School was established
in the year 1996 under the Catholic Minority Com-
munity managed by the Kottayam Archdiocese.
A small building was chosen to set up the School
which opened it's doors with 50 students enrolled
in Kindergarten, two sisters and a helper. Rev.Sr.
Sajini was then the HM and Rev. Sr.Stephiny was
the Superior of the Convent.

On 2nd February 1997, the School building
was officially inaugurated and blessed by Mar.
Kurikose Kunnacherry, Bishop of Kottayam in the
presence of City Police Commissioner, Mr.Vin-
cent M Paul IPS and then the Vicar General for
Malabar region, Mgr. Rev. Fr. Stephen Jayaraj.

On 9th March 1997, First Annual Day of the
School was conducted. Mr. Sudheesh, the famous
Cine artist and celebrity inaugurated the function.
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On 28th February 1999, School organised the
Second Annual Day where the Chief guest was
Prof. C.N. Balakrishnan Nambiar and the func-
tion was presided by Mar Mathew Moolakkat,
Bishop of Kottayam.

reative Problem Solving (CPS) is an Essen-

tial Skill Today’s Students Need for their

life and for Jobs in Tomorrow’s Age of com-
puterization. Creative problem solving is the pro-
cess of rede—fining problems and opportunities,
coming up with new, innovative responses and
solutions, and then taking action. Global research
shows that tomorrow’s jobs will demand creative
problem solving skills. Here is the conclusion of
a research done among 1600 educators, and 400
policymakers about how students are being pre-
pared to be creative problem solvers.

Around 95% of the Educators and policymak-
ers agree that: Creative problem solving is criti-
cal to future career success in an age of robotics.
Around 75% of the educators say that Creative
problem solving is important for students to learn

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in school.Students who excel at creative problem
solving will have higher-earning jobs in the fu-
ture.
